Dillon’s Rule - local governments are not provided with authority absent an express delegation of power from the state. In 1872, Judge Dillon found that local governments are subordinate to the state and are only authorized to perform actions permitted by the state. Following this ruling some states passed “home rule” legislation that authorized home rule jurisdictions the authority to pass regulations without express authorization from the state.

Environmental justice - discrimination in any program receiving federal financial assistance. Title VI of the 1964 Civil Rights Act prohibits intentional discrimination on the grounds of race, color, or national origin under any program receiving federal financial assistance. In 1994, President Clinton signed an Executive Order that directed all federal agencies to ensure that their policies and practices do not have disproportionate adverse environmental or health impacts on low-income or minority communities.
USGS topographic maps use scales of 1:25,000; 1:50,000; and 1:100,000

New York City Zoning Resolution provided that persons aggrieved by the Resolution were granted rights to appeal
A sample size of 1 percent is likely to be adequate. The key is to ensure the sample is random.

Council on Environmental Quality coordinates federal environmental efforts and works with federal agencies on the development of environmental policies and initiatives (NEPA, CAA, CWA, Farm Bill Conservation)

Linear programming

PERT - Program Evaluation and Review Technique, models activities and milestones
PERT planning involves the following steps:

1. Identify the specific activities and milestones.

2. Determine the proper sequence of the activities.

3. Construct a network diagram.

4. Estimate the time required for each activity.

5. Determine the critical path.

6. Update the PERT chart as the project progresses.

TIF - method of financing to provide front end funds in order to assist in large scale redevelopment
