1. Opening Remarks by Susan Wood, President

Susan announced that she received a request from National APA for the Chapter to submit a B&W photo that represents planning in Colorado.  It is for a fundraiser for students.  Daniel offered to look into it.  Denise said that 106 people from Colorado are registered and that members need to RSVP in order to get a free drink at the National Reception.
2. Old Business
a. Approval/Correction of March Minutes
Daniel made a motion to approve the minutes as presented.
Abby seconded the motion - APPROVED
3. Secretary/Treasurer’s Report, Joni Marsh
a.  Financial reports for March
From the budget highlights, Joni reported that there were minimal expenses and incomes.  Joni has contacted the accounting firm to inform them of the Chapter’s termination and will confirm it with a follow-up phone call.  
Greg made a motion to approve the financial reports as presented.
Jessica seconded the motion - APPROVED
4. Chapter Administrator Report, Denise Henasey & Katie Guthrie 
a. Snowmass Update 
Katie announced that 19 award nominations were received, along with 50 session proposals.  Notice of acceptance for the sessions will be sent out by May 4th.  The LHC committee moving along great with 9 mobile tours proposed at this time.  The June Board meeting in Snowmass will be from 1:30pm to 3:30pm and include a meeting with LHC from 3:30-4:00.  A brief tour of hotel is scheduled prior to the Board meeting at 1pm.  After the Board meeting at 4pm, there will be a networking/informal happy hour with the LCH.  Denise announced that any changes to the Board’s hotel reservations need to be made at least 7 days in advance, as the Chapter card is holding the reservations currently.  Denise said that one goal of having the meeting in Snowmass is to empower Board members to become ambassadors for the conference.  Also, she said that opportunities abound to contribute to the newsletter.  The next theme will be social media – what have you been do with it, what can you do with it.  Denise added that we are not limited this theme for the newsletter.
b. Newsletter, deadline May 1st

5. Legislative Committee, Kyle Dalton
Kyle said that no positions were adopted in the most recent meeting, and that the Committee continues to monitor previous bills,  Planners Day at the Capitol was approved for law CM.  Kyle added that the event turned a profit.  Kudos were offered to Coral and Sol for their contributions.  Greg asked about how the TIF conversation is going, to which Kyle said its ongoing and there still is not a bill.  Kyle speculated there probably will be a conversation over the summer with stakeholders.
6. Sustainability Committee Report, Erica Heller
Recent “Source to Tap” event has received CM approval and the event was financially successful.  On behalf of the Committee, Erica asked if the profits could be used by the Committee in the future.  Denise said that it is not the norm and that proceeds from an event go into the general fund for the Chapter.  Susan added that we are all part of one whole – not as individual Committees.  In the future, Denise suggested that the Committee put together a budget for an event in advance so that it can be evaluated and approved by the board in advance.  Erica offered to report this information back to the Committee.  Jessica added that the next event will be a joint event at the Emerson School.  It will include a tour and opportunity to learn about the renovation.  The event is tentatively scheduled for May 24th.  Attendees will use Bcycle and take a tour of the neighborhood. Jessica added she will look into the content for CM.
7. New Business
a. Strategic Plan Discussion, Susan Wood
I. The Essential Goals

· Training for Lay Planners 

· Public Information 

· Maintain a Productive Relationship with APA National 

· Professional Education 
Susan introduced the “Training for Lay Planners” section of the Strategic Plan. She said that the modules need to be updated, and that perhaps this is something that the PDC can work on in the near term. In the next section, “Public Information” Susan noted that the theme has been expanded – “Partners in Planning – Finding Common Ground”.  Joe asked about NCPM and asked if local planning agencies should get involved.  Greg agreed andsaid that the effort should start in July.  Denise will add it to the August newsletter.  Regional reps will be added as the “Responsible Party” in the Strategic plan.  Susan indicated she will update this section.  Susan suggested that we send out our newsletter to other APA Chapters through the CPC listserv.  The Board supported this idea and Susan agreed to be the responsible party.  Joe suggested that Board members have planning staff forward it to their planning boards and elected officials.  Susan also noted that she frequently receives other Chapter’s newsletters, and you should contact her if you’d like to receive them.  Under “Professional Education”, Susan suggested that contact with UCD be maintained and encouraged.  A mini-mentorship/ambassador idea that would pair students with professionals was one of many suggestions.  Susan brought up the re-occurring idea of a New Planners Group.  Derwyn Goodwin/Wagoner has indicated interested in starting such a group.  This idea may provide a link that is missing.  Denise added that at the conference we may inadvertently leave out new professionals, so having a group dedicated to that population could be of value.  The Board agreed that the “Professional Education” portion of today’s discussion will be brought back next meeting.  Susan said that the final version with all corrections/additions will be brought to the Board in June.
b. UC Denver MURP Visioning Status – Jeremy
Jeremy recapped the agenda item and indicated that the College of Architecture and Planning wants to maintain/expand relations with the Chapter.  A survey will be sent out and Jeremy would like to use the Chapter’s.  Susan supported the use of the listserv and Denise added, that because its not just targeted to alumni, it is open to all.  Denise suggested that the link to the survey be included in the newsletter as well.  This will result in 2 contacts with the Chapter members.
c. APA National Delegate Assembly – Susan

Susan said that the Colorado membership has 3 votes so will have 3 participants. Wayne Reed, Tony Chacon and Abby Kirkbride will be the delegates this year and are preparing.  Kyle added that these National APA policy statements are being used by the Chapter’s legislative committee, so they have value at the Chapter level.  Stan offered to review the policy on Smart Growth.
d. Letter of Support, I-70 RUDAT, Susan/Jessica
Jessica has been in contact with Dean Foreman and indicated via email that there is great concern about potential impacts of this project, but that APA Colorado cannot weigh in with a letter of support for the AIA effort.  Kyle noted that it would be highly unusual for the Chapter to weigh in on a local planning project and supports the Chapter’s “no-action” action.  Joe and Greg concurred.  Denise brought up an email she received yesterday requesting help on a local planning project.  Susan suggested that the Chapter look at these things on a case-by-case basis and that the response should be straight forward and fact-based. 
e. Bylaws Committee – Stan

Stan referenced the agenda item, which includes both a redline and clean copy of the Bylaws.  Kyle asked for clarification on the decision we are making today.  Denise offered that the ballot needs to be fixed by May 13th and will be ratified by the Board at the May 4th meeting.  It was confirmed that corrections discussed last month are now represented in the current redline version. Stan recapped some of the specific changes.  Kyle noted that some re-numbering needs to be done.  Erica asked that the board consider what the duties of the executive committee should include or exclude.  Denise offered 6.1.3 – that the number of positions open is unbalanced a potential of 7 one year vs. 3 the next year.  Erica asked how would this imbalanced be addressed – one longer term or one shorter term – the committee discussed this and Denise offered that it would have future-based for example, run for 1 year or run for 3 years.  Both candidates and members would have to be informed.  Susan suggested that committee evaluate the options and come back to the board with some options.  NW and NC are the regions affected by the revised map.  The changes in the bylaws reflect the work that was done on the map in 2009.  Greg noted that in the redline version, Ouray and Montrose are still shown in the southwest – not the Northwest region, and needs to be corrected.
f. Nominating Committee 
Denise reported that the Nominating Committee is on the same timeframe as the Bylaws update.  Open position include Metro Rep, Southwest Rep, and VP of Communications.  A report from the Nominating Committee will be presented to the Board on May 4th.
Daniel announced that Nate Owens is the new student representative and will attend May’s meeting.

Greg announced the West Slope Planner’s Workshop on August 17th.  The workshop will take place in the hospitality suite of the new stadium.
Jessica announced that on April 18th, the Town of Rifle will be doing a walking audit in association with a week-long charette as part of their Sustainable Mainstreets effort.  CLEAR is doing a bike & ped facilities training also a CDOT training with the same theme.
